symptoms are quarantined until test results are known. When a negative test result is received, the quarantine is

lifted. If a positive result is received, the student must be isolated in order to protect others. The adage we've

shared is that "by protecting someone else, we are protecting ourselves, as well."

The program we are using daily (to report our temperatures and possible symptoms) processes data over

consecutive days, so it has been critically important for each member of our community to complete the

information each day, even when off campus. Though we know at some point we may have COVID-19 cases
